4) System: 7 Rounds Swiss. 

 

5) Time Control: Each player shall have 15 minutes with 3 seconds increment per move from Move 1. 

 

6) Eligibility: All Players are required to have a FIDE ID. 

 

7) Entry Fee is based on Rapid Rating as at time of Registration.  

Unrated $120; Below 1700 $140; Below 2000 $160; Above 2000 $180.

and proof of payment to this mobile number. The Organizer reserves the right to accept or reject any 

entry without assigning any reason thereof. 

 

9) Overall Prize Fund is $10,000. In case of tie, cash prizes are pooled and shared.

       Age-Group Prizes based on Age as of 1 January 2025.  

Trophies will be awarded to the Top 5 among U14, U13, U12, U11, U10, U9, U8 & U7 and Seniors 50 

& 65. Each Player is entitled to only ONE Age-Group Prize. 

 

A player may win an Overall Cash Prize, the Rating Category Prize and an Age-Group Prize!
